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Hints & Tips

The POCKETALKER® ULTRA haus
been designed to be us eusy to
use us possible. However, if you
have trouble, check the following:

1. Make sure the microphone is
plugged into the "MIC” jack und
the edrphone or heudphone is
plugged into the "EARPHONE" juck.

2. Mdke sure the butteries dare
not depleted und have been
inserted correctly into the battery
compurtment.

3. If rechurgeuble, muke sure
the butteries ure sufficiently
charyged.

4. If you experience d howling
or syueuling sound, this is called
feedbuck. Depending on the
edrphohe or heudphone used,
you cun sometimes get feedbuck
when the volume control is

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turhed higher than 3 or 3%,

To eliminute feedbuack, turn down
the volume control or move the
microphone further away from
the edrphone or heudphone.

Also, fry turning the Tone Control
down (or counterclockwise) to
reduce the high frequency.

5. The POCKETALKER® ULTRA edr-
phone jack is a mono jack,
designhed for mono eurphones
und heudphones. If you use
stereo edrphones or heudphones
with the POCKETALKER® ULTRA,
only one side of the heudphones
will work.
